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The goals of the Sangster Robotics Club are to foster excitement and enthusiasm for
Creative Problem Solving, Teamwork, Engineering, and Science through the design,
construction, testing, and presentation of robotic systems. The Club will provide the
resources, including equipment, instruction, and mentorship, for students to learn to
design and build robots and robotic systems. The Club will focus on the use of Lego
robotic construction kits, but may also include the use of robotic kits by other

manufacturers.

The Club will also provide a foundation for the creation of teams to participate in the
FIRST (For Inspiration and Recognition of Science and Technology) organization’s
Junior FIRST Lego League (JFLL) and FIRST Lego League (FLL) events (see web site:

| for more information). The Club will provide the Kkits,
presentation boards, and other materials necessary for event participation. Each
team will need to recruit a coach, who will be responsible for all aspects of

organizing, coaching, and leading his/her team.

The annual enrollment fee for the Club is $30/child. The funds will be used to
purchase equipment and other materials as needed for club operation. The fee does
not include purchase of a Club T-shirt, or personal robotic construction kits, but such
items may be offered for sale to club members at a future date.
